Administrator and Board Share Decision Making

Alabama: Director decides claims of $2,000 and less and supplemental expenses less than $1,000. Commission meets monthly to determine claims in excess of $2,000.

Alaska: Board meets every other month to decide on recommendations made by administrator.
Delaware: Administrator decides claims under $12,500.  Claims over $12,500 must be approved by the administrator and one Board member, who is on call.  An emergency procedure requiring the approval of one Board member also is in place.   The full Board hears appeals.
Minnesota: Most claims are reviewed and approved by staff; only cases with substantial eligibility questions are considered by the board.

New Mexico: Director is authorized to make approvals and denials on basic eligibility issues; board meets monthly to review files and make decisions on payment.

North Carolina: Director is authorized to make final decisions on applications for amounts not exceeding $7,500. Applications for amounts $7,500 and above are decided by the board.

Oklahoma: Staff makes decisions on claims less than $2,500.  All other claims go before the board.
