Chiropractic Limits
Note: “No limit” means there is no separate subcap, below the overall maximum on claims.

Alabama: Alabama does not have a separate limit; it’s paid at the same bill-percentage as medical bills.
Alaska: we do not limit chiropractic treatment.


Arizona:  The only limit for us would be our $20,000 cap.



Arkansas:  We will pay chiropractic treatment up to our maximum allowable award.   


California: California may pay for chiropractic treatment, physical and occupational therapy, acupuncture, biofeedback, holistic medicine, massage therapy, and other natural healing methods for a combined total of five sessions without specific authorization as long as the treatment is directly related to the crime.  This category also includes a number of non-medical treatment modalities that fall outside of the general definition of traditional medicine, such as:  Herbal Treatments, Chinese medicine, Energy Work, etc. These treatments are limited to a combined total of five sessions and require a physician’s recommendation for additional sessions up to a maximum of 20 sessions for all alternative treatments.



Colorado

Connecticut : Connecticut does not have a maximum dollar amount, or number of sessions, on chiropractic treatment.
Delaware: Delaware allows chiropractic treatments if it is part of an ongoing treatment plan from a medical provider.    No subcap.
District of Columbia: we do not have a limit on chiropractic treatment.




Florida: Florida does pay for chiropractic treatment.  We do not have a limit for the number of sessions, as long as we don't exceed the overall cap of $7,500 for all medical/mental/dental treatment combined.


Georgia: No limit.  We do require a referral.


Hawaii: Hawaii does not have a specific limit on chiropractic treatment.


Idaho: no limit on chiropractic care.  They must complete a treatment plan and submit progress reports, which we monitor closely.  
Illinois: We do not have any limits in terms of dollar amounts or sessions for chiropractic treatment.  The only limitations are the normal ones: directly related to crime, prescribed by doctor.


Indiana: Indiana has no specific limitations re: chiropractic treatment.  Legislation was passed years ago that payment to chiropractors could not be limited for anything they do within their licensed scope of practice if those services would be covered when performed by another medical provider, like an orthopod.  This was passed when insurance companies began trying to limit coverage for chiropractors.  Our state treats them like any other medical provider.
Iowa: We do not have a dollar limit (other than our $25K medical benefit amount) or limit on # of sessions on chiropractic treatment. We have a verification form and request a progress report every 6 mos to make sure treatment is still crime-related. If we are concerned about whether or not the treatment is really crime-related, we can ask for individual session notes for each date of service, or we can ask for an independent medical exam (which we would pay for).
Kansas

Kentucky: Chiropractic is considered medical and there is no limit on any specific treatments, except the $25,000 overall cap on a total claim.
Louisiana

Maine: Maine has a limit of 25 visits.
Maryland:   we don’t have any limits on chiropractic treatments, other than the overall claim cap.
Massachusetts 

Michigan: Michigan does not have a limit on the dollar amount or number of sessions for chiropractic treatment, other than the usual Maximum payout for all expenses.   We do request regular medical records to verify that progress is being made.

Mississippi  

Missouri: in Missouri our policy is that we allow 20 visits.
Montana 

Nebraska 

Nevada: Any chiropractic medical intervention, including physical therapy, prescribed on a claim is limited to a maximum of $5,000.
New Hampshire: we do limit sessions to 6 months and have a special treatment plan which the provider needs to fill out.  We do not place a monetary sub cap, but only a time limit. We are also contemplating adding the need for a referral from a PCP indicating crime-relatedness and the need for chiropractic treatment, rather than relying on the chiropractor to tell us it’s a crime-related session.
New Jersey: The VCCO does not have a limit on the dollar amount, but has a maximum award of 30 chiropractic sessions under the original claim.  However, if the victim is deemed eligible for catastrophic benefits there is no limit on the number of sessions under these benefits (maximum award of $35,000).
New Mexico: our Board by policy has instituted a cap of 20 alternative treatment sessions per application.  That includes, chiropractic, massage, acupuncture, etc., and they must be licensed.
New York:  once approved in a claim, it is uncapped just like any other medical expense (there is no medical-expense maximum in NY)
North Carolina

Ohio: No limits in Ohio.
Oklahoma: We do not have a dollar or # of sessions limit on chiropractic treatment.
Oregon:  In Oregon we will pay for five visits to a chiropractor for crime related treatment. Anything after the five visits requires a referral from a MD or DO.
Pennsylvania : In PA, chiropractic falls under Physical Therapy, so the limit in dollars is our maximum award of $35,000.  No limit on the number of sessions, just on the dollar amount.  Also, since chiropractic falls under physical therapy, and physical therapy is under Medical, the chiropractic bills are paid at 65%.
Puerto Rico 

Rhode Island: We do not have a limit on chiropractic treatments nor therapeutic massages.  However, the provider has to say that it is medically necessary and related to the crime.  
South Carolina: In SC we do not have any limits on this service in terms of dollar amounts.
South Dakota : South Dakota would only limit chiropractic sessions by our overall limit of $15,000 or one year's sessions used from the date of the award.  We do, however, require that the claimant provide an update from their primary care physician every three months as to whether or not their chiropractic care continues to be needed for an injury related to the crime.

Tennessee:  it's categorized basically as medical and, therefore, only our overall maximum program limitation of $30,000 applies.
Texas:   Texas pays chiropractic per our medical fee guidelines, and as long as the treatment is associated to the crime injury we process the payment, up to our overall cap.
