PROGRAM AGENCY LOCATION

The programs function within a variety of administrative settings.  Eighteen are in offices of attorneys general (one other state attorney general investigates claims and make recommendations to a claims court for decision).  Eleven are in a criminal justice planning agency, five are independent agencies, and workers compensation programs house three of the programs.  Other affiliations include corrections departments, social services agencies, finance and administrative departments, judicial branches, and claims courts.  Colorado and Arizona are the only states operating their compensation programs through boards in local prosecutors’ offices (22 judicial districts in Colorado, and 15 counties in Arizona).
